Re: Trafficking in Greater Manchester

As you know, trafficking is a very serious and growing crime in the UK. Like the illegal drugs trade, it generates vast amounts of money and operates across national borders. Also, because of its nature, trafficking involves many human rights abuses, including kidnap, enslavement and day on day rape. The only way we will begin to tackle it is by cooperation within Britain and across international borders, with the police and other agencies.  The United Kingdom’s signing of the European Protocol on Trafficking is part of this cooperation.

As your constituent, I am asking you to write a letter of support to Lucy Powell, the MP for Manchester Central. Ms Powell is supporting a young woman called Aminet Mary Adenugba who was trafficked to the UK from Nigeria in 2004. Ms Adenugba was kept a prisoner in London and Greater Manchester for three years and forced to work as a prostitute. In Greater Manchester Ms Adenugba was imprisoned at various addresses across the region, suggesting that there was a trafficking network. She was refused asylum in November 2012. Ms Adenugba has cooperated fully with the police, both in London and Manchester but the police have failed to respond. 

I appreciate that Ms Adenugba is not your constituent and therefore not your direct concern but trafficking, because it operates nationally and across borders, is. Trafficking is a problem for all of us. We will only rid society of this horrible crime if we work together and ensure that the police takes the problem seriously. Ms Adenugba needs support for her own sake but also because she is working to eradicate trafficking from society by raising awareness about the crime and by cooperating with the police who are ignoring her. 

Please write a letter of support to Lucy Powell MP about Ms Adenugba so that we can have a united attack on trafficking in Greater Manchester.
